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Church-Based Financial Assistance Programs 
Emergency financial assistance on a case-by-case basis for gas vouchers, food, IDs, limited 

utility assistance, and other emergency needs. They are unable to provide rental assistance. 

 
Requirements: Many of these locations require some form of valid ID. For gas vouchers, it is 
helpful to have current driver’s license, vehicle registration and proof of insurance.  

 
Process: Depending on the amount of financial assistance needed, you may be asked to visit 
several churches to get “pledges” that add up to the full amount.
